Pizza Chicken

serves 4

4 boneless skinless chicken breasts, about 6 ounces each

salt, pepper and garlic powder

1/2 jar pizza sauce (I use Mid’s — a local brand)

4 slices thick-sliced bacon, halved

2 ounces pepperoni, diced

1/4 bell pepper, diced

1 cup shredded cheese — | used a blend of mozzarella and cheddar
Preheat the oven to 3502 F.

Lightly oil an 8" x 11" baking dish with olive oil and lay the chicken breasts down flat. Sprinkle with the
salt, pepper and garlic powder, then spread the pizza sauce evenly over the chicken breasts and top with
the slices of bacon.



Bake uncovered for 20 minutes, until the chicken is almost done and the bacon is getting crispy.
Remove from the oven and sprinkle with the bell pepper, pepperoni and cheese.

Return to the oven for another 5 to 7 minutes, until the pepperoni is heated through and the cheese is
melted.
